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1.ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
To take part in the event you need to:
· Be aged 18 or over at the time of the event
· Be a current adult member of the Well Society
· Available from 6.30pm on Friday 24 May 2024
· This is physically demanding event – you must be healthy enough to take part
· Sign the relevant disclaimer

2.INSURANCE & LIABILITY
This event organised by The Well Society is insured for ‘public liability’ purposes. The Well Society holds Public Liability Insurance and Employers Liability Insurance. However, The Well Society insurance does not cover your public liability, or personal accident or injury whilst at the event, except where such liability is caused by our negligence. These are risks which are borne by you.

You need to be physically fit and able to participate in sporting activities and, you accept all risks which may result from your participation in the event. As a participatory sporting event, you participate in the event entirely ‘at your own risk’. The Well Society cannot accept responsibility for death or personal injury to a participant, however serious and howsoever caused (including, but not limited to, poor pitch condition), except where such death or personal injury is caused by The Well Society’s own negligence. 

The Well Society cannot accept responsibility for death or personal injury (however serious and howsoever caused including, but not limited to, death or injury due to adverse weather conditions or damage to the facilities, e.g. seating and seating fixings) to any person attending an event (whether as participant or spectator) whilst on the venue premises (including car parks), except where such death or personal injury is caused by The Well Society’s own negligence. 

3.BEHAVIOUR & CONDUCT
It is a condition of your participation in the event that you agree to accept the authority and decisions of The Well Society organisers and venue management in attendance at the relevant event.

All visitors to the venue where the event is being held must, at all times, comply with the instructions and regulations of the venue and /or its officers, employees or agents. All visitors to the venue where the event is being held must not do anything on the premises, or any adjoining or neighbouring premises, in such a way as to cause damage, nuisance, annoyance, disturbance, inconvenience, injury or damage to the venue or the owners or occupiers of adjacent or neighbouring premises.

It is your responsibility to ensure your behaviour is acceptable at all times at the event. In extreme cases of unacceptable behaviour, The Well Society reserve the right to eject, without warning, any person whose conduct is considered unacceptable. The Well Society shall not refund any sums paid by you in respect of the event.
You are responsible for their own safety and the safe-keeping of their personal property/possessions at all times. We cannot accept responsibility for any loss of personal property/possessions.

No alcohol is allowed to be brought into the event venue. Smoking is strictly prohibited. The taking of any dangerous or illegal substances is also strictly prohibited. Anyone caught with such dangerous or illegal substances in their possession will be ejected immediately and may be liable to prosecution.

4.REFEREES AND MATCH OFFICIALS
Independent, qualified referees will be appointed for the event.

5.MEDICAL SERVICES
The Well Society will ensure the provision of first aid medical services at the events. Please inform us if you have any medical conditions we should be aware of. This will be treated in the strictest confidence.

6.PHOTOGRAPHS & VIDEO FOOTAGE
You are agreeing that The Well Society may, if appropriate, use any photographs or video footage taken by the photographers or film crew, in our marketing literature, website and advertising. 

If you do not wish photography or video footage to be used, you must notify The Well Society in writing to the email address at the foot of these Terms and Conditions.

7.EVENT CANCELLATION/CURTAILMENT
In the unusual event that there are insufficient entries to host the event, The Well Society will attempt to offer a suitable alternative. If there is not an alternative option The Well Society will refunded you in full.

Whilst every effort is made to mitigate the risk, we cannot accept responsibility for decisions which are completely out of our control. A few examples (including but not limited to) include damage to the pitch/facilities, stadium renovation works and severe weather conditions. Such matters might be decided very close to the date of the event and so cancellation, while very unlikely, is possible.

If such an incidence were to occur, The Well Society would refund all monies paid to us by you, however we cannot entertain and will not be liable for, from you any claim for loss of monies or costs of any description (such as for travel or accommodation), or disappointment or loss of opportunity, incurred as a result of such an event cancellation.

The Well Society reserve the right to stop the event, at any time, if any circumstances arise where the safety of participants/spectators is considered to be at risk.
If deemed appropriate, the refund will be made in line with the proportion of the event that did not take place. In such occurrence, The Well Society cannot entertain and will not be liable for, any claim for loss of monies or costs of any description (such as for travel or accommodation), or disappointment or loss of opportunity, incurred as a result of such an event termination.
